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Smoking Prevention Policy at Sumer University

Sumer University is committed to providing a healthy and safe environment for students,
employees and visitors. In order to maintain public health, it has been decided to ban smoking in all
university facilities except for the designated places that have been clearly identified. The university is
also committed to providing designated smoking areas that are marked with indicative signs and
equipped with ventilation and air purification to ensure that passers-by are not affected.

Policy Objectives:

1-Protect the health of students, employees and visitors from the harmful effects of smoking and passive
smoking.

2-Raise awareness of the importance of healthy living and reduce the use of tobacco products.
3-Improve the quality of the university environment by maintaining clean air.

Scope of Application:

This policy applies to all members of the university community, including students, faculty and
.administrative staff, visitors, contractors and workers

Procedures:
1-Areas covered by the ban and where smoking is permitted:

Smoking is prohibited in all university buildings, including classrooms, offices, libraries, restaurants,
corridors and parking garages.

Smoking is permitted (in special and limited cases) in all outdoor areas such as gardens and squares,
taking into account the preservation of the environment.

2-Advertisements, signs and explanatory panels:
Clear signs and signs indicating the prohibition of smoking are placed at all entrances and public areas.

The policy is announced, reviewed and updated periodically through the university website, colleges and
internal bulletins.

The sale of cigarettes, tobacco products and related products is prohibited inside kiosks, restaurants and
shopping areas inside the university.

3- Awareness and education:

The university and all its institutions provide awareness and education programs about the dangers of
smoking and the health importance of abstaining from it.



The university provides resources and assistance to those who wish to quit smoking.
4- Penalties:

Gradual penalties are applied to violators of this policy, starting with a warning and extending to
imposing fines, financial penalties or disciplinary measures in accordance with ministerial and
university regulations.

5-Exceptions:

Limited exceptions are granted for scientific research purposes, provided that prior approval is obtained
from the university presidency.

6-Implementation and monitoring:

The responsibility for implementing this policy is entrusted and assigned to the Follow-up Department
in the University Presidency and the departments and similar units in the colleges.
